SB 1 Provides taxpayer subsidies for illegal aliens taking up space in our community colleges. Cedillo Vetoed

SB 5 State take-over of local land use decision-making, under the guise of flood control.  So complex that 
many land-owners will never realize that this bill made their land worthless.

Machado Signed 
into law

SB 7 Outlaws smoking in any car in which a minor is present, whether the car is moving or parked. Oropeza Signed 
into law

SB 8 Amends the California Bay Delta Authority Act (CALFED) to include “environmental justice” 
mandates.

Kuehl Vetoed

SB 33 Ban teenagers from using cell phones while driving. Simitian Signed 
into law

AB 43 Allows homosexual marriages, despite Proposition 22's ban. Laird Vetoed

AB 110 Allows local governments to use state AIDS-prevention funding to buy needles and syringes for 
illegal drug addicts.

Laird Signed 
into law

SB 120 Requires chain restaurants to provide detailed nutrition information for all standard menu items. Padilla Vetoed

AB 162 Bans development wherever bureaucrats claim that 200-year flood protection does not exist.  Does 
not prevent floods.

Wolk Signed 
into law

SB 180 Prevents secret ballots for farmworker unions and replaces them with the corrupt card-check 
system.

Migden Vetoed

AB 220 Adopts the Firefighters Procedural Bill of Rights, making it more difficult to punish corrupt, 
incompetent, or disobedient firefighters, paramedics, & emergency medical technicians.

SB 566 Requires the four peace officer members of the Commission on Peace Officer Standards and 

Training be union leaders.
Ridley-Thomas Vetoed

AB 715 Mandates that toilets may use only 1.3 gallons per flush.  (No limit on the number of flushes 
required to get the job done.)

Laird Signed 
into law

SB 777 Requires homosexual indoctrination in public schools.  Prohibits discussion of traditional families 
and family values.

Kuehl Signed 
into law

AB 821 Bans the use of lead ammunition in large parts of California in the name of protecting the condor. Nava Signed 
into law

AB 881 Forces seven-year-old children to use expensive, uncomfortable car seats, regardless of need or 
affordability.

Mullin Vetoed

AB 1109 Mandates European Union regulations for light bulbs by 2010. Huffman Signed 
into law

AB 1471 Mandates expensive, easily-defeated "micro-stamping" on every semiautomatic pistol sold in 
California.

Feuer Signed 
into law

SB 77 Budget Act of 2007, which irresponsbily increased spending and created a Gray Davis-sized fiscal 
crisis.

     Note 1: In the California Legislature, abstentions and absences are counted the same as “No” votes.  Democrat 
leaders control the timing of all votes.

     Note 2: Laura Richardson (Democrat – Long Beach) was elected to Congress on August 21, 2007, so she missed many 
Assembly votes.  Her seat in the 55th Assembly District is currently vacant.

     Note 3: Audra Strickland (Republican – Moorpark) missed the last two weeks of session, on doctor's orders, to give 
birth to her son.  Mother and baby are doing well -- and attending CRA events!  She is most adversely affected by CRA's 
scoring method which takes into account absences.  In 2006 Audra received a 94% rating, and in 2005 she scored a 
perfect 100%.

     Note 4: Sharon Runner (Republican – Antelope Valley) became ill and had to leave the Assembly Floor late in the 
evening on the last day of Session, missing several votes.

     Note 5: Jim Battin (Republican – La Quinta) was absent for five weeks due to an illness that required surgery.  He is 
doing well.

     Note 6: CRA has modified its rating method slightly.  The disastrous budget vote has been double-weighted and 
adjustments have been made to account for abstentions and absences.
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
